Re:  Fire Hydrant Issue at The Village at West Burlington.

Background
When this development was approved, the developer (Tony Baxter) was
required to provide fire protection for the development before any certificates
of occupancy were granted. All of the required fire hydrants were installed.
We found out a few months ago that one of these hydrants did not work. We
notified the developer that he must fix this problem. Instead of doing so, he
pulled the property where the non-working hydrant was located from the
condo area. Our city attorney has advised that the expense of forcing the

- developer to fix this issue would cost much more than the expense of
installing the hydrant. Because of this and that this hydrant is in a private
system on private property, | advised the Homeowners Association that the
quickest and easiest way to fix the problem was for them to have it done at
their expense.

After reviewing the plans for the area, | have come up with a way for the city
to place a hydrant on our right of way. This location will cover the area that
the non-working hydrant was to cover. Since this is on our property | have
no issue with spending city dollars to get fire protection to this area.



Recommendation

| recommend that council approve placing a new fire hydrant on our water
line near the cul de sac. | will try and get a cost estimate for you by
Wednesday.

| also would like Council to consider a resolution that they will not support
allowing private residential fire hydrants. | have also directed the building
office to ensure we have a certification from the Fire Marshall that any private
system is working correctly and maintained before any certificates of
occupancy are issued. Hopefully this will ensure that no more city money is
required to fix a problem that is caused by a developer that does not meet
their obligations.

There appears to be one more private hydrant in this development. This one

is working now, but perhaps the city should look into getting this one
dedicated to the city as well.

As we mentioned in the last work session, the traffic signal at Mt Pleasant
Street and West Burlington Ave is out. There is a proposal on the agenda to
replace them. Another option would be to use flashing LED stop signs at all
four corners. | looked on line and the LED signs are about $2000 per sign.
Using LED signs would save about $12,000. | do have a concern about
replacement if vehicles would damage these signs, if we lose too many it
could eat up any savings we gain. | will try and do a little research and see if
any other cities use these and how long they last. I'll try to have that ready
for the meeting.

Re: Consider Purchasing Business License software.

Background

Staff reviewed a software product from Incode that will offer business
licensing capability. While we were originally interested in using it for that
purpose, when we were shown its capabilities, it became clear it fit perfectly
with the rental inspection program. It works great for rental inspections
because it will build a task list based upon the expiration of permits. This will
make Jared more efficient in scheduling inspections. Kelly can also use it for
all of the other licenses and permits we require.

Recommendation

| recommend council approve the purchase of Incode Business License
module. The price for this module is $2,200. There is an estimated one time
set up cost of $3,000. This is a per hour charge and since we are familiar
with the other modules, I think this is a high estimate. So the total cost is
$5,200 with an annual maintenance fee of $550.00. We are proposing to
pay for this from Local Option tax, instead of the $6,000 GPS unit that we
have in this year's budget. Since the county has purchased a GPS unit that
we can use, we will not need to purchase one this year.

Resolution to fix a date for a public hearing on a loan agreement in a principal
amount not to exceed $1,000,000

WHEREAS, the City of West Burlington (the “City”), in Des Moines County, State of
lowa, proposes to enter into a General Obligation Waterworks Improvement Loan Agreement
(the “Loan Agreement”) in a principal amount not to exceed $1,000,000 pursuant to the
provisions of Section 384.24A of the Code of lowa for the purpose of paying the cost, to that
extent, of constructing waterworks system improvements, and it is necessary to fix a date of
meeting of the City Council at which it is proposed to take action to enter into the Loan
Agreement and to give notice thereof as required by such law;

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved by the City Council of the City of West Burlington,
lowa, as follows:

Section 1. The City Council shall meet on the 18th day of February, 2009, at the
, West Burlington, lowa, at o’clock __ .m., at which time and
place a hearing will be held and proceedings will be instituted and action taken to enter into the
Loan Agreement.

Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby directed to give notice of the proposed action on
the Loan Agreement setting forth the amount and purpose thereof, the time when and place
where the meeting will be held by publication at least once and not less than 4 nor more than 20
days before the date of said meeting, in a legal newspaper which has a general circulation in the
City. The notice shall be in substantially the following form:



NOTICE OF PROPOSED ACTION TO INSTITUTE PROCEEDINGS TO
ENTER INTO A LOAN AGREEMENT IN A PRINCIPAL AMOUNT NOT TO
EXCEED $1,000,000

(GENERAL OBLIGATION)

The City Council of the City of West Burlington, lowa, will meet on the 18" day of
February, 2009, at the , West Burlington, lowa, at o’clock
___.m.,, for the purpose of instituting proceedings and taking action to enter into a loan
agreement (the “Loan Agreement”) in a principal amount not to exceed $1,000,000 for the
purpose of paying the cost, to that extent, of constructing waterworks system improvements.

The Loan Agreement is proposed to be entered into pursuant to authority contained in
Section 384.24A of the Code of lowa and will constitute a general obligation of the City.

At that time and place, oral or written objections may be filed or made to the proposal to
enter into the Loan Agreement. After receiving objections, the City may determine to enter into
the Loan Agreement, in which case, the decision will be final unless appealed to the District
Court within fifteen (15) days thereafter.

Subject: Conditional Offer of Employment, Richard Hand

With Council approval, | will be making a conditional offer of employment to Richard Lee Hand
to fill one of our open full time police officer positions. Richard is certified in the State of lowa,
and worked for the Winfield Police Department for approximately seven years as their Chief of
Police. He has been out of Law Enforcement for less than two years, and will be moving back to
Southeast lowa from California. Richard has been very active in his community, serving on the
Fire Department, City Council, Emergency Management Board, E-911 Board and serving as a
reserve deputy before coming to full time law enforcement.

The offer of employment will be contingent upon successful completion of all requirements of
the lowa Law Enforcement Academy, including psychological testing, vision and hearing tests, a
physical and a fingerprint check. We have already completed a background investigation and the
pre-employment physical testing.

Richards starting date will be determined by how soon he can make the move to lowa from
California. The recommended starting pay level will be at the 90% level of top police officer’s
pay with a raise to 100% at the successful completion of one year’s probation. Starting annual
pay would be $37,407, increasing to $38,435 in July and to $42,706 at the end of probation.

Please place this item on the February 4, 2009 Council Agenda with a recommendation from me
that this conditional offer be approved.
