




CITIZEN INQUIIRIES:  Terry Schnack, owner of C.A.R.S., 909 Broadway Street, West Burlington, introduced himself 
and his new automotive repair business to Council and asked Council to consider waiving the fee of $125 ($25 per 
sign) for five temporary signs/banners that he installed on his property advertising his new business.  Mr. Schnack 
felt that the fee for the temporary signs should be waived because he is a new business.  He also asked Council to 
consider the five signs/banners a set and only charge one fee of $25 when he uses them in the future.  Currently the 
code requires a fee of $25 per sign to be charged for temporary signs and a temporary sign can be used for a period 
of 60 days.  Mayor Trousil stated that the Council didn’t have the authority to waive a fee that is set by City Code.       

 
PUBLIC HEARING:  Mayor Trousil opened a Public Hearing on the question of designating an expanded West 
Burlington Urban Renewal Area, pursuant to Chapter 403, Code of Iowa, by adding and including the Westland Mall 
property and amending the urban renewal plan to include the construction of new public works facility for the 
economic development of the community and improvements of streets at and near Westland Mall.    
 
Council plans to include the Westland Mall into the TIF area and allow TIF to be used to fund the construction of a 
public works building.  No verbal or written comments were received during or prior to the Public Hearing.  The Public 
Hearing was closed at 6:27 p.m. 
  
NEW BUSINESS: 
Consider a Resolution to Declare Necessity and Establish an Urban Renewal Area and Approve Urban 
Renewal Plan Amendment for the 2009 Addition to the West Burlington Urban Renewal Area – Council has 
agreed to expand the Urban Renewal Area to include the Westland Mall property located at 550 S. Gear Ave.  
Council has found that the proposed area demonstrates sufficient need to warrant an economic development area.  
In accordance with Iowa Code Section 403.4 the Planning and Zoning Commission has reviewed the proposed urban 
renewal amendment and recommended Council proceed with the proposed amendment.  Representatives from the 
West Burlington School District, Southeastern Community College and Des Moines County Supervisors were invited 
to a consultation meeting on September 23rd where Mayor Trousil and Administrator Gifford received positive 
comments concerning the proposed amendment.  Crowner made a motion, second by Lees, to approve a Resolution 
declaring necessity and establishing an urban renewal area and approving the urban renewal plan amendment for 
the 2009 Addition of the West Burlington Urban Renewal Area.  Roll call vote.  Lees, Pilger, Crowner and Raleigh 
voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
Consider the First Reading of an Ordinance providing for the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property 
in the 2009 Addition to the West Burlington Urban Renewal Area – Mayor Trousil presented an Ordinance that 
provides for the division of taxes levied on the property that will be added with the 2009 Addition to the Urban 
Renewal Area.  This will allow the City to use TIF to pay for improvements to the road around the mall.   The owners 
of Westland Mall have agreed to dedicate portions of the ring road to the city.  Those sections include the north end 
of the ring road that connects Huston Street to S. Gear Ave. and the east section that connects Huston to Van Weiss.    
Mayor Trousil pointed out that the property value at the mall has not seen an increase for many years, so most of the 
TIF money to pay for improvements would come from other parts of the urban renewal area.    The amendment will 
also include wording that will allow TIF money to be used for the construction of a new public works building.   There 
being no further discussion Crowner made a motion, second by Raleigh, to approve the first reading of an Ordinance 
providing for the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the 2009 Addition to the West Burlington Urban 
Renewal Area.  Roll call vote.  Crowner, Raleigh, Lees and Pilger voted aye.  Motion carried.  
 
Consider a Resolution Waiving the Second and Third Reading of an Ordinance providing for the Division of 
Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the 2009 Addition to the West Burlington Urban Renewal Area – Crowner 
made a motion, second by Raleigh, to approve a Resolution waiving the second and third reading of an the 
ordinance providing for the Division of Taxes Levied on Taxable Property in the 2009 Addition to the West Burlington 
Urban Renewal Area.  Roll call vote. Crowner, Raleigh, Lees and Pilger voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 



Consider Payment to the following engineers and contractors for previously approved contracts – Crowner 
made a motion, second by Pilger, to approve payments to French-Reneker-Associates in the amount of $6,162 for 
engineering services and payment to S.G. Construction Company in the amount of $99,983.69 for construction on 
the Booster Station Project.  Roll call vote.  Raleigh, Lees, Pilger and Crowner voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
Consider a Resolution Accepting the Final Plat for Two Rivers Subdivision – Mayor Trousil presented a 
Resolution approving the Final Plat for Two Rivers Subdivision located at the corner of S. Gear Avenue and Agency 
Rd.   This is a three-lot subdivision, which divides property owned by Two Rivers Bank & Trust into three lots.   The 
Planning and Zoning Commission has reviewed the Final Plat and recommended Council accepts the Final Plat.  
Pilger made a motion, second by Crowner, to approve a Resolution accepting the Final Plat for Two Rivers 
Subdivision.  Roll call vote.  Raleigh, Lees, Pilger and Crowner voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
Consider a Resolution Accepting the Dedication of Streets, Water, Storm Sewer and Sewer in Two Rivers 
Subdivision – Two Rivers Bank & Trust along with Douglas Stewart and BRST, LLC have offered a dedication of the 
street, water, storm sewer and sanitary sewers through the Two Rivers Subdivision.    Public Works Director Fry 
informed Council that Engineers with French-Reneker-Associates had inspected the improvements to the street in 
the Two Rivers Subdivision, which has been identified on the plat as Forrest Ave., and found improvements to the 
street to meet requirements of the City code.  Fry also found the extension of Water to Lot #2 to be satisfactory.  In 
lieu of a Maintenance Bond Two Rivers Bank & Trust has supplied an indemnification agreement that state they 
agree to make any necessary repairs on street paving for a period of four (4) years and any necessary repairs on 
sewer and water improvements for a period of two (2) years within the subdivision.  Parcels to be dedicated for the 
purpose of a public street are known on the Final Plat as Lots A, B, C and D.   
 
Consider a Resolution Establishing a Crosswalk at the intersection of Ramsey and Longmeadow –Crowner 
made a motion, second by Raleigh, to approve a resolution establishing a new crosswalk at the intersection of 
Ramsey St. and Longmeadow.  This new crosswalk will replace the existing crosswalk at the West Burlington 
Elementary School.   Roll call vote.  Pilger, Crowner, Raleigh and Lees voted aye.  Motion carried.     
 
Consider the First Reading of an Ordinance establishing a Special Stop and No Parking Zone – In connection 
with the new crosswalk at Ramsey and Longmeadow street Council discussed amending the city code to establish a 
special stop on Ramsey Street at the intersection of Longmeadow and establishing a no parking zone on Ramsey, 
100 feet south of the new stop sign.  Crowner made a motion, second by Raleigh, to approve the first reading of the 
proposed ordinance.  Roll call vote. Crowner, Raleigh, Lees and Pilger voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
Consider a Resolution Waiving the Second and Third Reading of an Ordinance establishing a Special Stop 
and No Parking Zone - Before Council considers waiving the second and third reading of the proposed ordinance 
establishing a no parking zones on Ramsey Street Councilwoman Lees asked staff to contact the property owners 
that would be affected by the no parking zone.  Lees wanted to see if the property owners had a problem with council 
establishing the no parking zone in front of their property.  Raleigh made a motion, second by Crowner, to table the 
second and third reading of an ordinance establishing special stops and no parking zones on Ramsey Street.  Roll 
call vote.  Raleigh, Lees, Pilger and Crowner voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
Discuss City Checking Account – The City was notified that the interest rate on the City’s checking account at 
F&M Bank was going to be reduced from 1% to .25% beginning October 1st.  Administrator Gifford recommended 
that the checking account be moved to Two Rivers Bank & Trust in order to receive a better interest rate.  The 
interest rate at Two Rivers Bank & Trust is still at 1.5%.  The account will remain open at F&M Bank, but the City’s 
day-to-day business will be handled at Two Rivers Bank and Trust.  Council had no objections.
