ISSUE:
Consider request from Ganesh Ghimire to renew a Class C Beer Permit for 101 E. Mt. Pleasant
Street.

BACKGROUND:

Attached you will find an application from Jai Ganesh Enterprises, Inc. requesting a renewal of
their Class C Beer Permit for the business located at 101 E. Mt. Pleasant Street. Also attached
you will find the City’s inspection form with the Fire Marshal, Police Chief and Building
Inspector’s recommendation and comments. These departments are all recommending approval
of the Class C Beer permit. Police Chief Oblein has noted that Ganesh Ghimire has been
convicted of two OWI violations; and the business has been cited for three tobacco compliance
violations. This information will be passed along to the lowa Alcoholic Beverages Division for
their information. They will take these violations into account before they issue the renewal.

If Council does not endorse the renewal the owners would have an opportunity to request a
hearing with the Alcoholic Beverages Division and would be permitted to sell during the hearing
process.

The owner has indicated that the business is for sale at this time.
