Consider Employment Status for Police Officer Schwandt – Council received a recommendation from 
Police Chief Oblein concerning the employment of Officer Elizabeth Schwandt.  In a memo to Council, 
Chief Oblein recommended that Officer Schwandt be terminated due to her inability to perform an essential 
function of the position of police officer leading to her inability to successfully complete probation.  Oblein 
expressed his appreciation to Officer Schwandt for her services and wished her much success in the future.  
West made a motion, second by Raleigh, to terminate the employment of Police Officer Schwandt based 
on the recommendation by Police Chief Oblein.  Roll call vote.  Crowner, Raleigh, Steward, Lees and West 
voted aye.  Motion carried. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
 
CITIZEN’S INQUIRIES: 
Elizabeth Schwandt addressed Council by reading a prepared statement thanking her friends, family and 
staff for their support during her employment with the Police Department.  Schwandt went on to make 
acquisitions that moral in the department had become low and accused other officers of violating the Police 
Departments Code of Ethics.  Schwandt felt that she had been let down by the City, City Administrator and 
Police Chief. 
 
Officer Ringo Covert addressed Council stating he understood why Council had to terminate Officer 
Schwandt’s employment but was saddened by it as well.  Covert stated that he had enjoyed working with 
Schwandt and felt that she had done a good job for the department and would be missed.  He understood 
that Schwandt had no control over her unfortunate situation and wished her the best of luck in the future.
