60.01.321 DEFINITIONS. For use in this chapter, the following termsdegned:

1. “Railroad Train” means an engine or locomotivethwar without cars coupled
thereto, operated upon rails.

2. “Operator” means any individual, partnership, corporatonother association
which owns, operates, drives or controls a railroad.tra

60.02.327 WARNING SIGNALS. Operators shall sound a horn at least one thousar@d)1,0
feet before a street crossing is reached and aftedisgutine horn, shall ring the bell continuously
until the crossing is passed.

60.03.327 OBSTRUCTING STREETS.Operators shall not operate any train in such a manne
as to prevent vehicular use of any highway, street oy fallea period of time in excess often (10)
minutes except:

1. Comply with Signals. When necessary to compl signals affecting the safety
of the movement of trains.

2. Avoid Striking. When necessary to avoid striking abject or person on the track.
3. Disabled. When the train is disabled.

4, Safety Regulations. When necessary to comply wibkernmental safety
regulations including, but not limited to, speed ordiesand speed regulations.

5. In Motion. When the train is in motion except whengaged in switching
operations.
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Operators violating any provision of this section khalguilty of a misdemeanor. An employee

shall not be guilty of such violation if his actigras necessary to comply with the direct order or
instructions of a railroad corporation or its supervisdssich guilt shall then be with the railroad

corporation.
